
BRANCH PICK-UP

Our Public Works employees will be wrapping
up the removal of brush from the January 5th

ice storm shortly. The Federal Emergency
Management Agency has had employees in
the office the past several weeks reviewing
our submitted bills for reimbursement for
damages from the storm. Presently we are
expected to receive 75% reimbursement for
the extra expense we incurred from the
storm. The State of Ohio will be reimbursing
the Village 12.5% for additional reimbursement
to help ease the burden that our budgets have
received that was not expected as normal
expense for 2005. If you have brush from the
storm that needs picked up by the village
employees, your time is limited.  Residents
are also reminded that only brush can be
deposited at the site behind the waste water
treatment plant.  All other items are not
acceptable by the Ohio Environmental
Protection Agency Permit that has been issued
for this process.  Plastic bags and garbage are
not acceptable at the site.  If these items are
deposited there, the site will once again have
to be locked and dumping will be permitted
only during working hours.  If we allow this
practicing to continue, it would seriously
jeopardize our EPA permit that allows us to
have this storage of woody material at this
locations. We ask that anyone who observes
someone dumping material that is not in the
form of wood to notify an officer of the New
Bremen Police Department.
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ELECTRIC PURCHASE

As members of American Municipal Ohio, the
Village receives the benefit of their services in
purchasing our power each and every hour of
the week which saves a large amount of
money each year.  Our load is monitored
every 15 minutes of the hour in their office in
Columbus, Ohio.  Once an estimate of use is
determined from al l  the part ic ipat ing
members, the power is purchased for the next
hour.  They receive our load every 15 minutes
that is passing through our sub station on
South Herman St. by telephone lines.
However the system is being updated and will
shortly be monitored by a satellite circling
over the earth.  This will allow more accurate
monitoring and will assure that natural storms
do not disrupt this process and will also save
on the cost, as the satellite system will be
more cost effective than the monthly
telephone cost.

FEMA FIRE GRANT

The New Bremen German Township Fire
Department will receive $106,150.00 as part
of Senator DeWine’s Firefighter Investment
and Response Enhancement (FIRE) Act, which
provides competitive grants to local fire
departments to help them better serve and
protect residents and their  property.

This grant program will give federal assistance
to the NBFD in the form of firefighting
equipment for the department.  The local
matching funds for the grant is 10% or
$11,795.00

GRASS DUMPSTER

The grass dumpster in front of the New
Bremen Electric Department garage has
become a major problem of illegal dumping of
material other than grass.  We will be
monitoring this practice more closely as there
is an outside camera monitoring this location.
If we observe those violators dumping these
materials, they will most likely receive a visit
from the New Bremen Police Department with
an invitation to visit Mayors Court.  This
service is not required to be provided by the
Village, but is there for your quality of life to
be more rewarding to live in this Village.  Each
time we dump that dumpster it cost the
Village $280.00, so we are more cautious
about having the dumpster completely full
before sending it to the dump.  Please go the
back of the dumpster when depositing your
grass and do not dump on the asphalt in front
of the doors or at the front of the dumpster.
This only blocks the use for other customers
to be capable of dumping their grass inside
the dumpster.  Previously we had a short
sided dumpster and grass could be dumped
over the sides into the dumpster.  We
received numerous complaints that citizens
could not lift the grass that high, so we went
with the walk in dumpster.  However there is
difficulty for others to dump in the dumpster
when grass is piled in front of the doors or
just inside the doors.  Hopefully, with
everyone’s cooperation, this service can
continue.

Public Power is a part of your local
government.  The same people responsible for
providing other important public services also
make sure that we have the electric power we
need to light our homes, heat and cool our
buildings and schools, and run nearly all the
other elements of our lives.

The Village of New Bremen has completed the
audit of the financial statements for the years
2003 and 2004. The firm of Trimble  , Julian &
Grube, Inc., Worthington, Ohio, performed the
audit at the cost of $10,000.00. The audit report
will be sent to Auditor of State, Betty
Montgomery’s Off ice for f inal review.

ELECTRIC METERS

We are pleased to report that all the residential
electric meters in the Village have been switched
to radio read meters and will no longer require
an employee to be in your yards to read the
electric meter each month. This cost savings
replacement will now  help free up our work force
each month.   Prior to the change over, we had
to shut down most of the projects going on in
the village for two days while the employees
were required to go to each meter and read the
meter and log those numbers in the ledger books.
The ledger books were then returned to the utility
office where the utility clerks had to then log
each reading into the office computers.  Those
readings were then computed and the utility bills
were printed.  Now one employee can drive by
the meters and the readings are sent by radio
to a hand held meter and logged in.  The hand
held is then brought to the utility office, connected
to the computer where the readings are
transferred to the utility billing system within
minutes. The usage is then computed and the
bills are printed.
